
Tackling speeding in 
Englefield Green
Safety and community are key themes 
for your Conservative candidates at this 
year’s local elections on 4 May.

Ben opposes Labour's ULEZ tax
The Labour Mayor of London, Sadiq Khan, 
is to charge Surrey residents who drive 
older or polluting cars £12.50 per day to 
drive into London boroughs from August.

His Ultra Low Emission Zone (ULEZ) is 
being massively expanded to Outer London 
boroughs which border Surrey.

Dr Ben Spencer, our MP, said: ‘Rather than 
tackling air pollution the ULEZ expansion is 
a shameless London tax, to make up for the 
Mayor of London's budgeting failure. It will 
clobber local businesses and commuters 

who face a huge tax simply to get to work. 
I’m calling for scrappage schemes, 
conversion of the bus fleet to zero 
emissions, and an ambitious Zero Emission 
Vehicle (ZEV) manufacturing mandate to 
tackle air pollution. 

‘I’m delighted that Surrey County Council is 
leading other councils in bringing a legal 
challenge to the ULEZ, and I am working 
with colleagues and councils to protect 
local residents and business and fight this 
harmful scheme."

Dr Ben Spencer MP says Labour’s own 
research shows that ULEZ expansion will 
have a minimal effect on air pollution.
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Englefield Green's Cllr Marisa 
Heath is driving a green agenda 
at Surrey County Council where 
she is the cabinet member for 
environment. Marisa is planting 
1.2m trees, hedges and shrubs 
to improve biodiversity and 
tackle climate change. Suggest

Plans for community 
hub in Kings Lane

Tanya Solomon is campaigning 
with local Conservative 
councillors Nick Prescot and 
Nigel King to have the old 
Egham Rugby Club in Kings 
Lane turned into a centre for 
the community.

She explains: “The results of our 
recent survey showed clear 
support from the community for 
this project.

“Once up and running, I could 
also see the centre being well 
used by residents for events 
such as cooking skills classes 
and after school activities.”

The team hope to secure 
funding for the works through 
Section 106, which is money 
collected by Runnymede 
Council from developers.
