
Alistair campaigns to 
save Remembrance
Local Conservative councillor Alistair 
Mann has stepped in to save Cobham’s 
Remembrance Sunday from possible 
cancellation this year.

After hearing that the Royal British Legion 
was stepping back from organising the 
event due to insurance and marshalling 
costs, Alistair persuaded Elmbridge 
Borough Council to agree to provide 
financial and logistical support.

The former army officer said: “Cobham’s 
service remembrance is our annual 

opportunity to honour the sacrifice and 
service of our brave men and women of 
the armed forces, including those who 
gave their lives for the peace we enjoy. 

“It would have been a disaster if the 
parade could not happen. I am grateful 
that the Council administration has 
agreed to my request to provide all due  
support to ensure the event goes ahead.”

Alistair is a Cobham resident of 22 years 
and has been Chair of the Chamber of 
Commerce since 2009. His successes 

include our Christmas Extravaganza and 
seeing off the threat of parking meters in 
our High Street.

Since becoming your councillor in 2021, 
Alistair has fought against Liberal 
Democrat parking increases at 
Hollyhedge and done battle with PA 
Housing on behalf of residents.

He adds: “We must preserve Cobham’s 
unique character so I am working with 
local groups to insist on high standards of 
design for any new building.”

A245 short term pain 
for long term gain

Work on the A245 Byfleet Road should be complete by November

Work is underway to widen the 
northbound A3 slip road and 
the A245 Byfleet Road up to 
the Seven Hills Road. 

National Highways originally 
intended to do the work during 
school holidays meaning the 
project would take two years to 
complete.

However, a decision has been 
taken to extend the lane closure 
to November to complete the 
works more quickly. 

Local county councillor David 
Lewis explains that this 
approach means the 
northbound A3 exit slip and the 
A245 will be able operate at 
maximum capacity at an earlier 
stage and help mitigate the 
impact of the later phases of the 
M25 J10 reconstruction. 

It also means thenew drainage 
design to prevent carriageway 
flooding on the A245 can be 
completed and operating prior 
to winter.

A night-time ban on HGVs 
along the A244 through 
Oxshott village has been 
agreed in principle.

the A245 and Cobham 
residents.

David was concerned when an 
Experimental Traffic Regulation 
Order (ETRO) in the summer 
did not include Oaklawn Road, 
Woodlands Lane and Stoke 
Road in the prohibition. 

He met with the Surrey 
Highways and can report that 
following his strong 
representations, the ETRO will 
be amended again to cover the 
entirety of the A244 from the 
M25 to the A3.

Wisley airfield 
development
Cllr David Lewis gave evidence at a 
public inquiry into the proposed 
development of Wisley Airfield. 

He warned of a ‘significant impact’ to 
roads and services in Cobham if the 
Taylor Wimpey development of over 
1700 homes goes ahead.

Liberal Democrat-controlled Guildford 
Council failed to determine the 
application in time so the decision is now 
in the hands of a planning inspector.

Surrey Highways will insist the developer 
funds flood mitigation and improved 
walking and cycling in Ockham Lane and 
Plough Lane if the scheme goes ahead.
