
Conservatives secure 
Oxshott investment
Local councillor Alan Parker and his 
Conservative colleagues have secured 
major investment for Oxshott and Stoke 
D'Abernon.

This includes more than £1million, through 
Surrey County Council, to rebuild the 
Scouts and Guides' centre in Waverley 
Road which will also double up as 
community facilities. In addition we have 
introduced a 30mph speed in Sandy Lane 
with plans for better pedestrian walkways, 
and will continue to improve Oxshott High 
Street pavements.

As well as this, we have secured funds for 
a new playground at Royal Kent School, 
and continue to help local residents get 
about by funding the Chatterbus.

Cllr Parker, one of your three 
Conservative councillors for Oxshott and 
Stoke d’Abernon at Elmbridge Borough 
Council, explains: "Conservatives know 
what the priorities are for our residents. 
As well as improving local facilities, we 
have argued against overdevelopment 
and continue to support local police in the 
fight against crime.

"We will continue to challenge the Liberal 
Democrats running the Council on their 
overspending and vanity projects which 
waste your money. Most importantly, 
we're pressing for a Local Plan to finally 
be put in place to protect our precious 
Green Belt and the character of our 
villages."

Mark Sugden making 
our high street safer

Cllr Mark Sugden has implemented a new speed limit in the high street.

Cllr Mark Sugden, who 
represents Oxshott at Surrey 
County Council, has introduced 
a new 20mph limit to improve 
pedestrian safety in the high 
street.

The reduced limit applies from 
Danes Hill to just past Steels 
Lane and includes Oakshade 
Road, with signage to added in 
late September. Mark is having 
disabled parking bays installed 
outside Munch & Wiggles and 
Clay Salon, and traffic lights in 

the high street are due to be 
upgraded this financial year.

Mark adds: “I am arranging for 
road resurfacing from Station 
Approach to the house 
Englefield and responding to 
residents’ concerns about the 
state of the footpath, by funding 
repairs from my highways 
budget. 

"I am continuing to work with 
FEDORA and the Council on 
drainage and flooding issues.”

Liberal Democrat run 
Elmbridge Council is no 
longer cutting grass verges, 
leaving sole responsibility for 
this with Surrey County 
Council.
