Medical Incinerator
on Trumps Farm axed

The controversial proposal to build a
medical incinerator on Trumps Farm,
vigorously opposed by the local
community, our MP, Dr Ben Spencer, and
local councillors, will not go ahead.

The applicants, recognising the strength
of local opposition, NHS plans for a major
reduction in waste, and operational costs
associated with the plant, have decided to
call time on the project.

It is likely that the delays in determining
the application due to requirements for
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CliIr Jonathan Hulley has campaigned to oppose the incinerator

further technical work and the need to
refer the application to the Secretary of
State for a review, did not do the applicant
any favours either.

ClIr Jonathan Hulley said: “This is very
welcome news and | would like to thank
local community groups and the
community at large for their persistent
efforts in successfully opposing this
application.

“The applicants are instead seeking
temporary planning permission for the

use of the land for film studio purposes.
This further application requires careful
consideration including its impact on our
local road network.

"At the very least, planning conditions are
needed in order to ensure a Construction
Environmental Management Plan and an
Operational Traffic Management Plan.

“I will be carefully reviewing the
application and would urge all readers to
check out the details using the planning
reference RU.23/0118.”

Whitehall Farm gravel threat

CEMEX’s application to extract gravel on
Whitehall Farm remains wrapped up in
planning red tape.

A review of the hydrological work they had
to undertake as part of the application
process revealed an error in the modelling,
meaning the process had to be redone.

Further hydrological monitoring will take
time, perhaps many months. And when a
new hydrological report is submitted to the
Surrey Planning team, a further round of
public consultation will take place.

“While it is good news that this very
controversial application is delayed, it has
not gone away,” says ClIr Jonathan Hulley.

He adds: “We must be ready to actively
participate in the next public consultation
when it happens.”

In addition, Surrey County Council is
consulting next Summer on future gravel
extraction locations. We must be ready to
participate in that consultation and work to
ensure that Whitehall Farm is no longer a
preferred site.
